Final Writing Assessment (50)
Answer the following in a complete, thorough, thoughtful essay with examples from both the novel and your notes.  This essay should be 250-500 words in length and be free of spelling, grammatical, and mechanical errors.
Upon rereading the end of Siddhartha again, and specifically the passage where Govinda glimpses Siddhartha’s enlightened state, how does this seem to contradict one of the main theses of the book about knowledge?  What does this do to your understanding and appreciation of the book and of what kind of Buddhism Siddhartha (the character and the novel) seems to adhere to?  Explain your answer using your notes on Mahayana and Theravada Buddhism.  In the end, discuss whether Siddhartha represents Mahayana and/or Theravada Buddhism, the two major sects of this ancient religion.
