3. What do Enrnesto’s and Alberto’s responses to Dr. Pesce’s novel tell you about their characters?

4. Ernesto and Alberto take a boat down what river?  Where are they going?

5. When Alberto “needs” the money, Ernesto informs his friend that he cannot give him the money because he gave it away.  When?  To whom?  Why?
