Go to http://www.rogerebert.com/reviews/great-movie-the-shawshank-redemption-1994 and read Rogert Ebert’s review of Shawshank Redemption. First, is the film able to hold your attention, despite its slow development of dialogue, plot, and characters?  If so, what is it about the film that enables it to do so?  If not, why not?  Secondly, what is your opinion about the strengths of the film?  Is it the cinematography? Is it the sound design, its score?  Is it the acting?  Is it the editing?  Or is Ebert correct, is it the story?
